part of the friends of the canal to offset
the work of those who are opposed tu
the improvement of tin; State waterways
was made to-day when a number of
prominent forwarders from New" York
city, Buffalo and other cities met here to
discuss informally the canal policy of the
State. The opponents of the canals have
been busy for the past fortnight.

Senator Ambler and Assemblyman
Hatch have introduced concurrent reso-
lutions proposing an amendment to the
Constitution which will remove the pro-
hibition aeainst the sale of the'canals.
As at present drawn, those resolutions
will permit the sale of the canals to
anyone who wants to buy them, as they
leave it entirely within the province of
the State Land Board to sell them.

At one time it was proposed to amend
the Constitution so as to permit the sale
of the canals to the general government
upon condition that it should i forever
maintain them ns free waterways. This
proposition did not go through. 'flu:
new plnn makes no restrictions upon the
sale of the canals \vluuever, and the
canal men are very much opposed to It.

The City Hospital has been re-
palmed and rederora'ted ar.d provided
with new bedrling. Two nurses have been
engaged.
